AGREEMENT FOR THE PROVISION OF SERVICES
OF THE POLICE UNIFIED ALARMS SYSTEM
AGREEMENT

It is hereby agreed between the Government of the Republic of Cyprus (hereinafter referred to as the “1st Party”) acting through the Chief of Police and ..................................................................................................... from ......................................................................................... (full address) (hereinafter referred to as the “2nd Party”) that:

The connection of alarm systems to the Police automated system of breaking and entering/ fire detection plan is regulated pursuant to the Private Security Services Law of 2007 (L. 125(I)/2007), as amended up to date. The fees were fixed pursuant to a decision of the Council of Ministers published in the Government Gazette number 4265, dated 24.04.2008 and are displayed in paragraphs 2.3 and 4 of this agreement, AND SINCE the 2nd Party wishes the services of the Police in case the alarm system is set off at the premises with the following address:  …………………………………………………………………………………………………..

THE FOLLOWING ARE HEREBY AGREED:
1.
Subject of Agreement
For the connection fee established in paragraph 4 of this Agreement, payable by the 2nd Party to the 1st Party, the 1st Party undertakes the obligation to provide services in case the alarm system of the 2nd Party's premises, situated at the address mentioned above (full address), is set off.
2.
Obligations of the Contracting Parties
2.1 If the alarm system of the 2nd Party is set off, the Police shall respond immediately.  It shall notify the 2nd Party or the contact persons who are required to be present at the premises mentioned in paragraph 1 for inspection and anything else that is deemed required.  If the 2nd Party or the persons named by the 2nd Party do not respond immediately, despite being notified by the Police, the Police is not obliged to remain at the scene beyond a reasonable period of time.  
2.2 If anything happens due to the non-response or non-presence of the 2nd Party or the person(s) named by said 2nd Party at the premises where the alarm system is set off within the period defined by paragraph 2.1, the 2nd Party is solely liable. Additionally, the non-response or failure of the 2nd Party to be present at the premises on two or more cases where the alarm system is set off, shall entitle the 1st Party to consider the possibility of terminating the service.
2.3 In case the alarm is set off due to technical checks or in case of false alarm besides reasons of force majeure, without immediate notification of the Police, and if, in such case, the Police responds to the alarm, the 2nd Party shall be charged with the amount of €77 (Euro).  The 2nd Party is required to pay said amount at any Human Resources & Support Office (Accounting Dpt) of the Police by presenting the notice in writing (Form P.303A) within 30 days of the date of such notice in writing. Failure of the 2nd Party to pay the regular fee within the specified deadline entails immediate termination of this service by the Police and potential criminal prosecution pursuant to Article 59(2) of the Police Law L.73(1)/2004. Provided that by disconnecting the alarm system of the premises, the owner is not exempted from paying his outstanding balance.
2.4
If the Police responds and the incident is real (e.g. breaking and entering of the premises, apprehension of the perpetrators), no fees shall be paid by the 2nd Party in this case.
3. Validity Period of the Agreement
3.1
The validity period of the Agreement shall begin on the date the contract is signed and shall end on the 31st December of the same year. The agreement may be renewed through prepayment without necessarily concluding a new contract, unless any information has been modified since the initial application (Form P.303). 
3.2
The Agreement shall be renewed upon payment of the subscription of the following year before the end of the agreement in force. Payment of the regular fees shall be made as provided in paragraphs 3.3 and 4.1.
3.3 In order to renew the validity period of the Agreement, the 2nd Party shall pay at any Human Resources & Support Office (Accounting Dpt) of the Police the amount of fixed fees as provided in paragraph 4.1. If the 2nd Party fails to pay the regular fees to the Police within thirty (30) days of the expiration of the agreement, said 2nd Party is required to promptly disconnect his system from the Police.  In any case, even if the alarm system of said 2nd Party is set off, the Police, under such circumstances, is not required to respond.
3.4
The Contracting Parties have the right to annul the agreement at any stage, upon prior notification of the other party in writing. 
4.
Fees
4.1 The annual fee required to be paid by the 2nd Party to the 1st Party upon signing the Agreement through any Accounting Department of the Police is €50. The same fee is paid for every year this agreement is renewed.
4.2 New subscribers pay a proportionate fee on the basis of €50 (1/12 of €50 for each month of subscription), until 31st December included.
4.3 The Police reserves the right to claim any outstanding fees, as well as to increase said fees as it deems fit.
5.
General Conditions
5.1
Connecting an alarm system to the special Police telephone lines is only permitted upon written approval of the Chief of Police, and such connection shall be made by the technicians of the 2nd Party.  The connection shall be made to the telephone number ............................. The 2nd Party should pay attention to article 59(2) of the Police Law (L.73(I)/2004), pursuant to which any person who interferes with the Police telephone system without being properly authorized by the Police is guilty of an offence. In case of a conviction, said person is liable to imprisonment for a maximum term of six months, or to a penalty payment of no more than eight hundred fifty-four Euro (€854) or both.
5.2
Pursuant to the Police Form 303, which forms an integral part of this agreement, the provision of personal data to the Police for the purpose of installing an alarm system is done voluntarily by the 2nd Party. The Police, in accordance with the Processing of Personal Data (Protection of Individuals) Law of 2001 (L. 138(I)/2001), as amended up to date, is not allowed to use such data for any other purpose.
5.3
The 2nd Party is required, in case of any modification in the initial application, to inform the 1st Party thereof, within 24 hours of such modification.
5.4
The 2nd Party is required to obtain the consent of the contact persons before they hand their personal data to the Police.
5.5
Reconnecting the alarm system of the 2nd Party’s premises to the automated Fire/ Burglary Detection System of the Police is only permitted upon settlement of the outstanding balances of the 2nd Party to the 1st Party.
