Objective: Specific Objective 5 - Prevention and fight against crime

The aim of the project is to implement all actions of Directive 2016/681 of the European Parliament and of the Council on the use of data contained in passenger name registers (PNRs) for the prevention, detection, investigation and prosecution of terrorist and serious crime. According to the mentioned Directive, all Member States must comply by 25 May 2018. The Republic of Cyprus has fully complied to the Directive.
The PNR system will manage the transmission by air carriers of the data contained in the passenger records (PNR data) of flights outside and within the European Union to and from the Member States, as well as the processing of such data. The purpose of this system is to receive, process PNR data including the collection, use and storage by Member States and to exchange this data between Member States for the effective prevention, detection, investigation and prosecution of terrorist acts and serious crimes.

This data will be sent to the Passenger Information Unit (PIU), which has been set up to process, analyze and exchange data for the prevention, detection and prosecution of terrorist and serious crime crimes.

The use of data through electronic analysis will facilitate the identification of persons who were previously unknown, i.e., persons who were not previously suspected of involvement in a terrorist act or serious crime, but whose analysis of the data suggests that they may be involved in such criminal acts and which must therefore be further investigated by the competent authorities.
In the context of the work of the Cyprus Police for the adoption of the provisions of this Directive, the installation and use of specific software is required, which has been provided by the Dutch Authorities, in the framework of the co-financed project ISFP-2016-AG-PNR-Proposal (769358) with a view to achieving optimal interoperability between Passenger Data Units in EU Member States and efficient PNR data exchange.
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In addition to the free software, which is provided by the Dutch authorities, the project requires the purchase of computer equipment as well as the purchase and maintenance of software licenses for the proper operation of TRIP, the purchase and installation of specialized software for receiving and handling of data by air carriers and providers and for pre-checking of passengers who are to arrive or depart in the Republic of Cyprus as well as the purchase of operational support services for the development of new functions, upgrade and maintenance for the complete operation of the PNR system.
The project is co-financed by 90% from the EU Internal Security Fund and by 10% from the Republic of Cyprus.
