The Schengen Information System (SIS) enables the competent authorities of the EU Member States to introduce alerts (mainly) for wanted / missing persons, stop- list, lost / stolen items, such as ships, containers, vehicles, airplanes, incomplete official documents, official documents, etc. Through the SIRENE system (Supplementary Information Request at the National Entry), the national office SIRENE of the Republic of Cyprus has the possibility of exchanging additional or supplementary information in the SIS system at the national registrations between the EU member states and also the possibility of conducting searches in the database. The main goal of the project is the shielding of the Schengen II Information System, which has been in operation since April 9, 2013, so that the Republic of Cyprus, has a fully operational system.
Also, within the framework of the project, the purchase of new computers will take place, which will replace the existing ones and will be placed at the entry / exit points of the Republic of Cyprus, as well as at the various Departments / Units / Services / Police Directorates, for the access of the members of the Police, in the National Schengen System N-SIS II and SIRENE.

Additionally, the applications, i) Arrivals / Departures, ii) Stop-List, iii) Illegal Immigration and iv) Traffickers of Illegal Immigrants of the Central System of the Cyprus Police, will be upgraded. The upgrade of the applications, will facilitate the members of the Police, while conducting search, and as well as during the data entry. Fingerprint scanners will also be purchased, in order to receive and import the 10 passenger fingerprints, which is considered a powerful biometric identifier, into the Schengen Information System.
In the framework of the work plan, for the accomplishment of the project, the Cyprus Police has proceeded with the following actions during the period 01/07 / 2019-31 / 12/2019:
1) Purchase of 500 computers,

2) Signing a tender-offer for the purpose of upgrading the applications of i)arrivals and departures, ii)Stop-lists, iii)illegal immigration and iv)traffickers of illegal immigrants of the Central Police System (CPCS).

The project is co-financed by 90% from the EU Internal Security Fund and by 10% from the Republic of Cyprus.
