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Summary: “Leonidas-Exercise for Cyprus” is a national preparatory exercise which aims to address a terrorist attack situation at a crucial time for the Republic, in preparation for the Presidency of the EU in 2012. This action includes a one day exercise with the participation of other member states, a next-day round table meeting to spot strength and weaknesses for Cyprus Police coordination and a Best Practice Manual written by the University of Cyprus that will be disseminated to MS-27Law Enforcement Agencies.

To test the alertness and preparedness of the national mechanism and especially of Cyprus Police in the handling of a terrorist attack incident.
